We have now extended our service to four Educated
Other Than At School (EOTAS) education providers,
including Bryn Y Deryn PRU in Cardiff, Y Daith in the
Vale and Out of School Tutoring teams in Cardiff and
the Vale. We are working with these providers
through regular consultations and training. We were
also invited to deliver a staff wellbeing day to Y
Daith, which was really well received!

TRAINING

Due to this positive response, we have decided to present these again in the new year. A flyer
with the sign-up information for these webinars has been shared with educational settings
across Cardiff and the Vale. A 2 hour version of the Understanding and Responding to Distress
training developed with Enfys has also been recorded and is available on our YouTube channel -

In addition to this, we are in the process of developing new intervention focused training
packages for education staff, including: how to run groups for vulnerable learners, to help
develop their emotional literacy (Using Story and Narrative for Emotional Wellbeing); how and why
students can become emotionally dysregulated, with strategies that can help us support them to
learn to regulate (Strategies for Supporting Learners with Emotion Regulation); a fun and creative
workshop for education staff on how to run groups with young people using the 'Tree of Life'
intervention; a workshop on school-based anxiety to up-skill education staff in evidence based
approaches to support children and young people who are struggling to engage in school due to
their anxiety. More information on these individual workshops will be released next term.

CONSULATIONS AND DIRECT WORK

We are looking forward to continuing to offer professional consultations and interventions for
specific children and young people and their families across Cardiff and the Vale. We are also
hoping to set up some small group interventions jointly with education staff aimed at developing
children’s emotional literacy and Wellbeing in the new year.
