In 2003, CV UHB
secured an Environmental Accreditation, 1ISO14001.

The adoption of the British standard, ensures that the UHB has a strategic approach
to ensure that existing property, activities that place anyone on UHB property, and
anyone leaving a UHB premises, does so in a controlled manner. The system targets
more than just carbon, waste and water management which carry the largest impacts

for the UHB.
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The Environmental Standard has been adopted and designed to encourage,
develop and support positive environmental behaviour for all who come into
contact with the organisation wherever they go.

The system gives the UHB the ability to react and remove any negative
environmental impact that could occur. To deliver a positive environmental
experience, regardless of who or what, and whether contact is direct with the
UHB or exists on the periphery.
